Where approval has been granted to a Presenter for a public performance to be given under television
conditions, all publicity and advertising for the attraction must clearly state that the performance will be
televised and that such conditions will apply. It follows that arrangements to televise a performance
cannot be entered into after tickets have been sold to the public.

As each project is different in scope and intention, permissions and licensing will be assessed on a
case by case basis.
